Reverend Dr. Abraham Ray Damon, affectionately known as “AD,” passed
away peacefully on September 7, 2025, in Hillsborough, New Jersey. He was
83 years old. Charismatic, full of wisdom, and blessed with a creative,
innovative mind, Abraham left an indelible mark on all who had the privilege of
knowing him. 

 

Born on August 26, 1942, in Timmonsville, South Carolina, Abraham was the
beloved seventh child of Harrison and Ruby Damon. From a young age, he
displayed natural musical and comedic talents, along with an unyielding
passion for knowledge.

Beyond the pulpit, he gave generously
of his time to community service and was active in the International Order of
Freemasonry for over 60 years where his brothers remember him as a man of
wisdom, faith and steadfast character. Abraham also shared his love of
cooking with the community—through preparing barbecue feasts that brought
joy to others at Royall Elementary School.
