Rickey was a member of Mt. Zion United Methodist Church where he served
on various committees in his younger days to include Chairperson of Council
on Ministries and a member of the Pastor Parish Relations Committee. 

 

Rickey received his formal education from Florence County School District
Four (Timmonsville) graduating from Timmonsville High School Class of 1975.
After graduating, he enlisted in the United States Air Force where he served
for a short period of time. He attended and graduated from the University of
South Carolina with a bachelor’s degree, Wesleyan University with a master’s
degree, and Capella University with a doctorate degree. He was the owner
and operator of his tax service, The Problem Solver for more than 20 years. 

Rickey was employed as a Director/Advisor, Quality Enhancement Cell, In-
Charge Publications and Placement Center at Lee County Disabilities &
Special Needs Board located in Bishopville, SC. He later transferred to
Florence County Disability & Special Needs Board as an Assistant Facility
Administrator. Rickey was independent, strong-minded, and determined to
accomplish anything he set out to do. He was an extraordinary father who



loved his children with all his heart. He displayed his great athletic skills in
basketball and football for the Timmonsville Whirlwinds throughout his high
school years and was avid Los Angeles Raiders fan.
